We like to make our wines like we live our lives – in balance. Our number one priority is family. Together as a family, we planted our 9-acre vineyard in the Stags Leap District’s characteristic volcanic soil on our hands and knees in 1980. Our family’s consistent hard work since then has yielded some pretty amazing fruit, which we work to make sure shines through in our wines.


After years of selling our grapes to Pine Ridge, in 2002 we decided to keep the fruits of our family’s labor and craft them into wines that would proudly bear our family name.  We’re glad we did. We burst with pride whenever we see friends and their families enjoying Taylor Family Vineyards wines.  

Our Wine

The fruit for this Reserve Cabernet Sauvignon is from the upper terraces of our Stag’s Leap vineyard. Growing fruit on a steep hillside stresses the vines, resulting in a lower grape production but an increased intensity in the color and flavors of the fruit. 

This wine is everything that one looks for in a Stag’s Leap Cabernet, especially in a reserve bottle of wine.  Pour this wine and the aromas simply fill the glass with layers of dark fruit, leather, licorice, eucalyptus, tobacco and a bit of rich earth.  This wine is very true to the appellation and varietal and we are delighted that our first reserve wine showcases the very best of the Stag’s Leap. 

It is a luscious wine with a big mid-palette and long, lingering finish. The rich, juicy mouth is very round and balanced from the soft tannins that Stag’s Leap is famous for.   There are hints of vanilla from the oak but the integration of the new French oak, where it was aged for 20 months, allows the fruit to show through as the primary focus.  The wine finishes with a soft, cocoa mouth and intriguing hints of violets.
